The Back Story
Background to the Book 
The book of Job can be divided into six sections: 

Prologue • Argument • Hymn • Rebuttal • God • Epilogue 
THE ARC OF THE STORY 

Things to remember… 
IT MIGHT BE HISTORICALLY TRUE. • THE SPEAKERS HAVE A FLAWED VIEW OF GOD. 

THE AUTHOR’S LESSON IS TRUE AND BEAUTIFUL. 

Who is Job? (Job 1:1-8) (p. 232) 
Job is a blameless W O R S H I P P E R  of God. 

Job is a W I S E  leader and a G O O D  dad. 

God is P L E A S E D  with Job. 

What’s the problem? (9-11) 
SATAN: Does Job W O R S H I P  because he is B L E S S E D ? 

YOU AND ME: Is Job B L E S S E D  because he W O R S H I P S ? 
WE ARE ABOUT TO SEE GOD DO SOMETHING WE DON’T LIKE… SAY YES TO SATAN 

What happens? (1:11-2:10) 
THE WIFE IS ATTEMPTING TO ANSWER #2 AND #3 

(( THIS PROLOGUE GIVES US A PICTURE OF WHY, BUT IT’S UNSATISFYING )) 

Why is this happening? 
Job is S U F F E R I N G  because God C H O S E  for it to be so. 

WE WANT TO BLAME SATAN • WE WANT TO BLAME JOB • WE CAN’T EVEN BLAME THE CHILDREN/CATTLE! 
Our problem is that we only know of two kinds of God: 

Either God is a V O O D O O  God. 

Or God is a C A P R I C I O U S  God. 
THEY PROVIDE EXPLANATION BUT NOT COMFORT… BUT WHAT IF THERE WAS A DIFFERENT KIND OF GOD?
